 Attach an M10 truss coupler to the M10 

mounting point (5) and affix to truss.  
 Attention! If you intend to hang the 

speaker in any other position than 
perpendicularly, you must use the lower 
M6 flying point on the rear to attach a 
flying rope which allows angle 
adjustment. The M10 top mounting point 
is not designed to withstand the side load 
from any other than a perpendicular 
position.  

 Use a certified safety cable attached to 
one of the M6 threads if required by law.

WALL mounting (rear) 
 
 Fix wall anchors with protruding screws 

heads  to slide into the speaker’s slot 
mounting plates (8) 

 Attach the wall distance feet to their 
mounting points (9) if required. Do not 
forget to make sure that these screws are 
fitted regardless of whether the wall 
distance feet are mounted or not.  

 Slide the speaker on the mounting points. 
Hide cables in the clearance provided by 
the wall distance feet if required.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

VESA mounting (rear) 
 
 Attach the VESA mount with 4 screws 

tightly to the rear (6) of the speaker.  
 Use a certified safety cable attached to 

one of the M6 threads if required by law. 
 Make sure the speaker is directed to the 

Consider that the HF 
drivers are already pointing 5° 
downwards, hence avoid pointing 
downwards more than necessary.

 About this product 
The 4VM100T is a multi-purpose passive 2-way low-impedance column 
array loudspeaker system for multimedia applications. It offers narrow 
vertical dispersion but wide horizontal dispersion and is thus suitable for 
applications where floor and ceiling reflections are unwanted and a 
distributed audience needs to be addressed, like in conference rooms, 
class rooms, and houses of worship. Unlike many other column array 
speakers, it uses medium-sized woofers and a separate tweeter array, both 
designed to extend the usable frequency range for full-range applications. 
By means of its extremely flexible mounting options, it can be: 

 Wall mounted flush to the wall by its rear-panel slot mounting plates 
 Wall mounted with adjustable angle via any 75mm VESA compatible 

mount; 
 Flown by the use of the M6 and M10 lug mounting points 
 Be directly attached to trussing or other tubes via a coupler attached 

to its M10 lug mounting point.  
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 Structural Design 
Note: This speaker is supposed to be operated in the orientation with the 
high frequency drivers at the top. The following illustration shows the 
normal vertical operation position.

Wooden Cabinet. This is the main body of the speaker. Due to the
wooden base material, this speaker is only suitable for indoor use.   

 
Grille. This metal mesh grille protects the drivers from mechanical
impact and also from dust by the inner foam layer. Keep the grille
mounted. 

 
LF Drivers (mid-woofers with custom phase plug). These are
4pcs. of 4’’ woofers wired to deliver 4 Ohm impedance. The beam is
formed by the phase plugs mounted in front. Do not remove the
phase plugs.  

 
HF Drivers (silk dome tweeters & waveguide). These are 4 pcs. of
1’’ voice coil silk dome tweeters mounted to a custom wave guide,
pointing 5° downwards for coverage of seated audiences.   

 
M10 mounting point. This is a rear-welded closed M10 thread
insert, which can be used for coupler mounting. Make sure the
inserted screw’s thread length is longer than 10mm and shorter than
16mm.

 
M4 VESA mounting point. These are 4 points of M4 threaded holes
with pre/fitted M4x10 screws. Do not remove the screws even if no
VESA mount is fitted, as the screw holes need to be closed for air
sealing purposes. Only use supplied screws for VESA mounting, do
not use longer screws to avoid damage to the speaker structure.    

 
M6 mounting points. These are rear-welded closed M6 thread
inserts, which can be used for lug mounting. Make sure the inserted
screw’s thread length is longer than 8mm and shorter than 11mm.   

 
Slot mounting plate insert. These can be used to slide the speaker
flush with the wall over appropriately placed wall screws.  

 
Wall distance feet mounting points. These are 4 points of M4
threaded holes with pre/fitted M4x10 screws. Do not remove the
screws even if no wall distance feet are fitted, as the screw holes
need to be closed for air sealing purposes. Only use the supplied
screws for mounting the included rubber feet, do not use longer
screws to avoid damage to the speaker structure. The feet help to
keep distance to a wall for cable fitting.   

 
Speakon™-Compatible input connectors. These are two
connectors cabled in parallel. 

 
Terminal Strip connector. This is 4-pin terminal strip connector
allowing to establish a screw/plug connection via the included
connector. Be aware that this is a 5.08mm pin distance connector, do
not use 5mm plugs.
